May 1 add: And by
what authority does one say that he has
found the final truth for the youth of
our land? History does not record a
single successful effort to fix or freeze
knowledge. The discovery of truth is yet
so far from the high noon of achieve-
ment that it must still have upon it the
dew of the morning. It is not our function
to implant in students a standard pattern
of beliefs and attitudes—even our own
Jach person's soul is unique and his own
al processes are a reflection of that
uniqueness of soul. , "

They were meaningful words — words
which helped to illuminate the Chapel
Hill tradition. Like his predecessor, Roh-
ert Burton House, Chancellor Aycock is
a part of the continuing mechanism which
preserves a great university's greatness.
