He has had three severe illnesses now,
to be sure, but he had had two of them
before he was reelected in 1956.

ple. And it cannot be over-emphasized
that it was he and not the Republican
Party which won the landslide vote last
November.

To resign the job except as a last re-
sort would be to treat too lightly the re-
sponsibilities entrusted to him. Futher,
it would set a poor precedent for the
future. The presidency should never
be undertaken with the view that if it
becomes burdensome or even perilous to
the occupant’s health it can be turned
over to the vice president. The only
pertinent question in presidential illness
ought to be whether or not it will keep
the President from adequate perform-
ance of his duties.

Until it becomes clear that the Presi-
dent cannot continue to function he ought
to stay on the job. He has promised to
report to the people any feeling on his
part that the job is beyond his capac-
ity. Americans relied on that promise
last November and they must rely on it
now,
