The three were among 30.000
students who registered in city
schools Counly schools also
opened today with 22,000 students
reporting.

Most of the tension was felt at
Harding High School at 10:45 am.
when Dorothy Geraldine Counts,
a 15year-old Negro girl, walked
the final two blocks to school fol-
lowed by a yelling crowd. Most of
them appeared to be of school age.

THE FIRST

On leaving school. Dorothy and
her father were surrounded by a
group of white people, many of
whom made menacing gestures.

Photographers and  reporters,
however, gathered around the two
and few in the crowd succeeded
in gelting close.

One boy hit her with a stick
and he was taken into custody by
police. No charges had heen filed
against him early this afternoon.

Several youngsters threw rocks
and sticks as Dorothy and her fa-
ther walked the two blocks to

ir car.

Gustavus Allen Roberls. 16, was
the first Negro to enter public
school here, arriving at Central
High School shortly before 9 a.m.
accompanied by his father.

The Roberts boy's younger sis-
ter, Girvaud Lilly Roberts, 12, ap-
peared at Piedmont Junior High
School with her mother at 9:40.

‘The fourth child, Dolores Max-
ine Huntley, 12, did not show up
al Alexander Graham.
