For instance, boys and girls
watching “‘Rendez-vous en Fran-
cals” through December will
learn to talk in French about
Christmas presenls and trees,
the Nativity, and about clothes
for the holidays, They will also
learn a French Christmas carol.
But interwoven with this excit-
ing fare will be a study of
arithmetic combinations, vocab.
ulary review, and several new
verbs.
