The old
diplomacy, regardless of provocation
never mistook name-calling for pol
was carried out quietly between sea-
soned men with a high sense of personal
honor and public responsibility: was
governed by a code of seemliness and
courtesy — faked, if need be. That was

The notable practitioners of the Old
Diplomacy, like Metternich and Lord
Palmerston, and some of our own early
diplomats, got an everlastingly bad press
because they were sometimes unscrupu-
lous in pursuit of national interest. We
venture to say they were, in their way,
no more unscrupulous than the Commu-
nist Jeaders or Mr. Dulles, But their lap-
ses opened the way for Woodrow Wil-
on and Gladstone before him, preaching
'open covenants, openly arrived at."

So since World War I we have had the
demaocratic era in foreign policy. With
“open covenants” in plenty — but also
with off-the-mark name-calling better be-
fitting small boys shooting marbles in a
dirt ring. With huge grandstand plays
for the home folks.

IT happened at an Advisory Budget

Commission hearing in Raleigh last
week. William D. Carmichael, vice pres-
ident of the Consolidated University of
North Carolina, had just completed his
plea for higher faculty salaries, ticking
off as he went along the names of dis
tinguished professors heing lured away
by better pay. The list was impressive
The danger to the University’s prestige
was clear and present.

But one of those who had listened in
silence through the report now asked
if he might be allowed to say a few
words. It was Gov. Luther H. Hodges
who spoke. He hoped the day would
come, he said, “when we won't have to
talk in publ about the professors the
state-supported schools were trying to
hold or were losing. He called this sort
of thing ‘bad psychology,” adding that
he thought the institution ought to “han
dle your own specific problems with:
out cailing attention to how poor we are

. and we are poor.”

The only way North Carolina can solve
its problems is to face them squarely
and withou! me.
