80 Drown
After Dam
Collapses

ZAMORA, Spain (#—A dam
on Lake Sanabria burst early
today, unleashing a wall of
water on the mountain village
of Rivadelago. More than 80
persons are known to have
perished and many more are
missing.

Houses in Rivadelago, a town
of 500 inhabitants, were swept
away as if made of cardhoard.

The dam broke at 12:30 am
and most villagers were asleep.

All fire trucks and ambulances,
troops garrisoned in Zamora and
members of the Falange Party
youth front were immediately or-
dered to the scene.

The Munacabril power station,
on the western edge of the lake,
and employes on duty there also
were engu\fud by the wall of
water.

REMOTE REGION

The disaster occurred in one
of the most inaccessible sections
¢ Spain. It posed no threat to
American forces, whose nearest
base is at Madrid, 160 miles to
the southeast.

Telephone and telegraph con-
nections with Rivadelago were
out, and the road from the vil-
lage to Pueblo de Sanabria was
washed out in a numbe rof
places, making rescue operations
difficult.

Provincial Governor Juan Mur-
illo took personal charge of the
rescue operations.

Steady rains over the past
month had swollen the lake to
the brim. It is also known as
Lake Villachica and is located
in the extreme northwest corner
of Zamora Province, about 10
miles north of the border with
Portugal
