“WASHINGTON

'OR three long weeks, 8 group of UNRRA workers have

been trsing to tril a story to their chiefs in Wesh-
nglon. The story is not a jretty one.

It shows how one of our Alles in
Europe has been using UNRRA per-
sonnel and yesources to work against
another Ally. It fells how Poles have
been stirred up by Britlsh-controlled

RA workers to oppose the Rus-
sians. how Russian and Polish nation-
als have been persuaded by UNRI
workers not to return o their nnmes.
and hew UNRRA-Armv supplies have
been black-marketed in Europe

The story Js buportant  because
iU shows there ate two sides ta the §
Rustian picture. Tt illustrates how

the United States sometimes is used by
aur British Allies.

Five Amerleans were first dismeed from UNRRA
and then sent home from Europe for opposing this situe-
tion.  Contrery to UNRRA policy, they were dismlssed
and riushed out of Germany in sixteen hours without

having any Investigalion made of the facls. Other
UNRRA personnel wilt weeks for pussage home,
Upon thetr ltL\nmng to the USA. the Injustice of

this action was recoghized and they were put back on
the pay roll. Since then they have heen t to get
action, but bave heen glven the runaround by UNRRA
Deputy Dircctors Roy Hendrickson, Corrlngton Gill and
Richard Brown.
