It is clearly the intention of the State of
North Carolina eventuslly to eare for all
TB patients in State institutions. “In the
long run, our huilding program will answer
the purpose of the whole State” says Dr.
H. F. Willis of McCain, head of the three
State hospitals.

Furthermore, some of the 18 counties now
operating TB hospitals have siready asked
the State to take their patients—and plans

Though the final action of the convention
was by a large majority, dissatisfied
delegates remained. In all likelihood they
will line up behind an independent slate of
electors pledged to the Eisenhower-Nixon
ticket—a tactic that has the advantage of
letting South Carolinians vote for Repub-
licans under some less unpleasant label, and
the disadvantage of splitting the total poten-
tial Eisenhower vote between the independ-
ent slate and the regular Republican electors.

Whether that is good or bad is a moot ques-
tion. What is most gratifying is that the
S. C. Democratic Party did not resort to
chicanery to deny the people of that state
their rightful chance to choose between the
candidates of the two major U. S. parties.

TRUMAN GETS HIS COME-UPPANCE

. STUART SYMINGTON has filled sev-
eral important national positions with
distinction. During World War I1. he was Sur-
plus Property Administrator and later Assist-
ant Secretary of War He became the first
Secretary of the Air Force after the Depart-
ment of Defense was organized. Later he
headed the National Security Resources
Board and finally, at President Truman's
request, he took the job_of cleaning yp the
Reconstruction Finance Corp.
J. E. (Buck) Taylor is currently the
Attorney General of the state of Missouri.
‘That’s about all that news dispatches have
found to say about him
Yet when these two men met in a primary
battle for the U. S Senate, Mr Truman
turned his back on Syminzton and supported
‘Taylor.
